Come join in the Annual Palm Sunday Hike 
to St. John's Church in the Wilderness!

Once again, the good people of St. John’s Church in the Wilderness are hosting this  traditional Palm Sunday hikers’ event and welcoming hikers to gather and partake of a light lunch provided by the parishioners. The luncheon is scheduled to begin at 1:30PM (after their usual 12:30PM church service). There is no charge for the food and drink, but donations are always welcomed.

Since this is a one-way hike, please note:

Everyone should meet at the Church by 9AM. All cars, except for the ones shuttling hikers/drivers back to our starting point, will be left at the Church where the hike finishes. The hike will leave from the Lake Sebago Boat Launch area on Seven Lakes Drive about 9:30AM. The address of the church is 119 Johnstown Road, Stony Point, NY (between Lake Welch Parkway and Route 106).  
From our starting point, we will follow a ski trail and then a cairn-marked trail to get us to the Buck Trail. Where the Buck trail divides, the more energetic hikers can go with Mary James up to the Breakneck Mountain trail, over to the Big Hill shelter, and then down to the church by way of the Long Path. Ray Kozma will lead the other group over to Breakneck Pond, walk past the AMC Camp at the northern end of the pond, then pick up the Long Path that takes us over to the church. With luck, the two groups will rendezvous on the Long Path before the church..
Hikers should dress warmly (layers, no cotton), bring trail snacks, water, raingear, and wear sturdy hiking shoes. Traction devices are recommended in case there is ice on the trails.
